In order to build on your observing and recording skills you are required to complete
the following in your sketchbook before you start your A Level Art & Design or IB Visual Arts 
course at The HENLEY College. This work will be reviewed by your tutor when you start your course.
Obtain a hardbound sketchbook, preferably either A4 or A3.
1. EITHER - Using line only record the view from your bedroom window using the window frame as the frame of your study. You can use a sharp pencil or a pen. Remember, use line only, so no tonal ‘shading’ required. OR - Make a 'viewfinder' using A4 paper and cutting a 10cm x 10cm square out of the middle.  Select a corner of a room and using the viewfinder draw what you see within it.  Think carefully about creating an interesting composition within the frame. Use pencil or pen.  Consider tone, texture, pattern, line. 

2. Work in a dark room with a mirror. Use a moveable lamp to illuminate your face in a dramatic fashion. Make a full page tonal study of your face using continual tone – this means the whole page will be covered with tone, from darkest dark to the white of the page and all greys in between. Use a soft pencil, chalk pastel or charcoal. Consider using an eraser to draw light areas into the dark tones as a process.

3. Using colour (coloured pencils, watercolours, drawing ink or a combination of these materials) make a full page study of either vegetables or fruit of your choice. Arrange three or more items on a well-chosen surface (consider colour) and observe and record them to the best of your ability. 

4.  Research the work of one of the following artists: 

a. Pablo Picasso (Cubist Period 1908-1914) 
b. Claude Monet
c. [bookmark: _GoBack]Salvador Dali
d. Georgia O'Keeffe 
e. Frida Kahlo
f. Kate Malone 
g. Alan Fletcher
