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As an AL music technology student you will be recording, sequencing and analysing the techniques of others.
Here are a few useful activities which will help in preparation for all of these disciplines:
· Make sure that you are as fluent as possible at reading both treble and bass clefs.
· Listen to as much music as you can from a wide range of popular music genres from 1910 to the present day.
· Read articles from specialist magazines (such as Sound on Sound) and study documentaries (there are often quite a few on BBC TV & Radio) which look at different recording artists and producers, past & present, and the processes and techniques they have used.
· Come to your first music technology class prepared to discuss your thoughts about what you have discovered.
· Make use of free downloads such as Audacity (sound editor) and Musescore (notation).
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
