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1) Write a diary of 3 days of your summer holiday, describing what you did during the day (activities/how you felt …), using the past tense and a variety of tenses if possible. You need to write approximately 100 words for each day. Bring your work in the first lesson in September; your teacher will collect it. 

2) Revise your grammar (tenses, adjectives etc.) using the languages online website:
http://www.languagesonline.org.uk/
3) Keep all your notes from GCSE and try to look at them before September to refresh your memory.

4) Try and read some German for pleasure (on the internet have a look at some German websites e.g. www.focus.de or www.spiegel.de or look at German magazines which will be stocked in all main libraries or can be bought at main bookstores).

5) If you have satellite TV, try and watch some German programmes or try and tune in German radio stations (e.g. Deutsche Welle). Alternatively, you can watch German TV via the internet (e.g. www.zdf.de and click on “Mediathek” to select one of the past programmes), or you can go to http://www.lilipuz.de/nachrichten/ to read and listen to news.

6) Keep a look out for news items in the British press about Germany or other German speaking countries and perhaps start a cuttings collection (very useful additional material for your speaking exam).
