Developing Mobile Applications

A major part of your course will be about using programming languages to develop software applications.  Many students will start the course without having experienced programming in any form before and so this transition activity will help you to understand what programming is and how to build your own application, in this case a mobile application that you can actually run on your own Android mobile.  Don’t worry if you don’t have a mobile phone that uses the Android operating system because the software comes with an emulator that lets you run your apps on your computer.
